This annual mass migra-
tion has occurred for centuries, 
taking place anytime from mid 
February to mid March for a 
few weeks, usually when it is 
warmish and damp. As many 
as two hundred frogs and 
toads can cross the lane in an 
evening and as they start to 
move at dusk, this coincides 
with the rush hour and there 
can be up to fifty casualties in 
one night. For this reason 
Dawn and Barry have been out 
in all weathers, greatly helped 

by their grandson Michael, carrying 
the creatures across the road to 
their mating pools. The migration is 
followed by a clamorous 'mass 
love-in' in the series of lakes and 
ponds that Barry has constucted for 
wildlife (this was always a boggy 
area with a stream).Although there 
may appear to be many amphibia in 
this area, it must be pointed out that 
they are under great threat from a 
disease originating in America and 
must be preserved at all costs!  
I very much enjoyed being a part of 
this recently and Dawn and Barry 
wish to thank all drivers who took 
care in Clappers Lane after dark 
the last month or so.
