5. Any Other Business
a. Broadband

Rural Broadband is an issue with some households not getting very good broadband speed.  Our exchange really needs to be updated.  All villagers are encouraged to follow the link on the website to register their vote.  If enough people vote, the powers that be may take notice!

b. National Park

ML feels that we need to be more aggressive and proactive regarding the National Park.  The National Trust will continue to operate as at present.  Footpaths and bridleways will become the responsibility of the local council.  These were historically maintained by South Downs Conservation Board who replaced stiles / gates as well as maintaining pathways.  Concern was raised as to whether the local councils would commit to this role. He also expressed concern about the number of National Park Rangers each county would have – 2.  The amount of dog mess that owners leave hanging in tress was also raised.  It was agreed to host an information evening in January and to invite a few members of the National Park Committee to answer our questions.  NC and ML to organise this.
c.  Anna Defillipo

ML thanked her for attending our meeting and welcomed her to Poynings.  She said that one piece of good news from the new government was that Mid Sussex would no longer be expected to find space for large housing developments.  375 new homes was the maximum number of new homes that will be permitted each year.

d. Winter Maintencance Plan


The Clerk had been offered hippo bags of salt to be delivered to Poynings.  She agreed to have bags delivered to Mill Close, Manor Farm and Royal Oak Car Park.  These are to be used by all villagers to keep pathways etc clear.  Concern was raised as to what would happen to the bags at the end of the winter?  The bags will need to be removed at the end of the winter as they will rot before next winter.  The Clerk is to raise this with WSCC.
